Additional Requirement

Additionally, all certificate students must demonstrate their competence
in one of the languages of Latin America and the Caribbean, including
Spanish or Portuguese. Other languages may be used to fulfill this goal
with the permission of the LACS undergraduate advisor. Competency
may be proven with a grade of "C+" or better in an intermediate-level
course or higher. Native speakers of Spanish or Portuguese or students
with extensive experience in these languages should consult with the
Latin American Studies advisor to demonstrate competence through a
placement exam.
